
Travelling in Oslo 
 
From Oslo Airport Gardermoen you can either take the airport bus which stop near by the 
hotel, or take he airport train to Oslo Centrum and tube or taxi from there to the hotel.  
 
 
From Gardermoen by bus:  

 
 
Take Flybussekspressen number F3 which go to Bekkestua. You should travel to 
Risløkkaleen (aprox. 35 minutes). From the footbridge over the main street you will see the 
hotel about 300 meters south of the footbridge.  
 
 
From Gardermoen by train: 

 
 
The Airport Express Train arrives at Oslo Central Station (aprox. 20 minutes). From Oslo 
Central Station you can travel by tube or taxi to Hotel 33. 
 
 
From Oslo Airport Torp you should take the airport bus or train from the airport to Oslo 
Centrum. The travel time for both is about 1h 50 min.  

                  
 
 
From Oslo Centrum by tube (T-bane in Norwegian): 

 
Travel with tube number 5 against Vestli. You should travel to Risløkka (aprox. 10 minutes). 
From the footbridge over the main street you will see the hotel about 300 meters south of the 
footbridge. In Oslo Centrum you can travel with the tube from Jernbanetorget (Oslo Central 
Station), Stortinget (The Parliament) or Nationaltheateret.  
 
Prices (with reservations): 
Bus from Gardermoen to Quality Hotel 33: NOK 165  
Train from Gardermoen to Oslo: NOK 160 
Bus from Torp to Oslo : NOK 180 
Train from Torp to Oslo: From NOK 199 
 
For travelling in Oslo we recommend buying either Flexikort (NOK 160 for 8 tickets) or One-
week card (NOK 200). Singel ticket is NOK 24. You should always buy your tickets in 

advance, at  or ticket machines. You might buy your ticket at buses and 
trams (not tube), but then the price is NOK 34.
